All Year 7 and 8 were formally tested within the first week of term on reading comprehension and spelling with reading and spelling ages plus standardised scores shared with all staff. Further testing was then undertaken with all students whose standardised score was below 91. After each assessment date students will be reviewed and changes made to the cohorts. Intervention and progress is tracked and, after each assessment, an impact statement will be produced.

Outcomes:
School data indicates success in the following areas:-
· Closing of the reading age gap and increased levels of confidence

· Acquisition and increased mastery of numeracy skills

· Development of reading for pleasure and confidence in reading out-loud

· Intensive reading practice with targeted pupils. This has resulted in more confident reading, which has had a positive impact on progress in other subjects

· Increased confidence relating to the transition to secondary school and its demands

Literacy Intervention

· 83% of students receiving targeted literacy interventions made at least double real time progress (e.g 6 months + in 3 months) with the greatest being 60 months progress. 

· 73% of PP students made at least double real time progress with 33% making more than 1 year’s progress between April and June 2017. 

· 100% of PP students have made progress and where this is limited there are other factors including attendance and EAL that have hindered progress. 

· This compares to 88% of non PP students who have made progress with 63% making more than 1 year’s progress between April and June. 
Numeracy intervention
Student progress was assessed using PIXL KS2 mock SATs papers.

· In Year 7 set 2 all students improved their arithmetic paper 1 score, with 43% improving their score by more than 20% and 25% improving between 10-20%.

· In Year 7 set 3 and SLC all students improved their arithmetic paper 1 score, again 43% improved their score by greater than 20%, while a further 43% improved their score by 10-20%.
